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	PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY 
1. Check lint filters and drum, if required clean.
2. Check electrical test and tag is in date if not commercial dryer, which should be hardwired.
3. Check electrical cable visually for any obvious damage, where possible.
4. Check machine visually for any obvious damage.

	OPERATIONAL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
1. Hearing protection required if relevant (e.g. commercial dryer rooms).

2. Keep your dryer exhaust duct as short and straight as possible.
3. Keep area clean and free of clutter.
4. CLEAN THE LINT FILTER/S BEFORE YOU USE THE CLOTHES DRYER.
5. Load the dryer only to its approved capacity.
6. Only use the dryer if it is in good working order.
7. Check that the door interlock is working i.e. door cannot be opened when in use or machine stops tumbling when the door is open.
8. When in use check on the dryer regularly.
9. Let the ‘cool down’ cycle finish. Then unload all items and spread them out to remove any remaining heat.

	HOUSEKEEPING

1. Do not store cleaning products, boxes and baskets of clothing around / near the dryer.
2. Wipe down the interior of the dryer to remove excess lint build-up.
3. Clean lint filters after use, when machine has cooled down.
4. Clean the heat vents at the back of your dryer (at least twice / year).
5. Dryer is on a preventative maintenance plan / schedule.
6. Should any damage be identified disconnect or isolate power and tag machine out, report fault.
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
