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	PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY 
1. Check for obvious faults and defects including electric cord (if not battery powered) for signs of wear or damage.

	OPERATIONAL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
1. Transport the machine with the scabbard on and the blade facing away from you.

2. Hold trimmer firmly with both hands.

3. Ensure firm footing. 

4. If excessive dust is present use an appropriate respirator.

5. Move your body with the trimmer; do not twist from the waist.

6. Keep cord free from cutting blades at all times (if fitted)

7. DO NOT cut over shoulder height.

8. DO NOT walk with trimmer whilst blades are moving

9. DO NOT use in the rain or wet conditions.

10. Ensure bystanders are at least 5 metres away from your working position.

11. If using the machine for prolonged periods take breaks to avoid tiredness and fatigue.

	HOUSEKEEPING

1. Ensure cutters have stopped before removing waste material

2. Ensure cutters have stopped before placing trimmer on the ground.

3. Clean the cutting blade with a resin solvent.

4. Ensure equipment is returned to storage after use and safely stored.
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
