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	PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY 
1. Check all parts and cords for any damage before use.

2. Unwind high pressure hose fully from the hose drum.

	OPERATIONAL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
1. The high pressure cleaner must not be directed at other people, animals or live electrical equipment.

2. Sweep or brush all loose dirt and debris from the surface you are about to clean.

3. Once all equipment is in position, connect to a water supply and ensure safety signs are on display

4. Check the hoses are free of clogs and kinks and start up pressure washer.

5. Start from a designated work area (building side) working outward when cleaning outside.
6. Hold pressure washer wand with both hands and work the wand from shoulder to shoulder, slowly moving forwards.

7. Do not swing the wand side to side in fast and erratic movements.
8. Ensure firm footing and hold the spray handgun and spray lance firmly in both hands whilst in operation.



	HOUSEKEEPING

1. Turn off appliance and press the lever to release any remaining pressure in the system.

2. Disconnect the appliance from water supply

3. Store the handgun and spray lance in the accessory point and store appropriately
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
