	PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY

5. Check and lock fence in position.

6. One piece of material to be machined at a time.

7. Faulty equipment must not be used. Immediately report suspect machinery.

8. Do not attempt to plane end grain.  

	OPERATIONAL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
1. Never allow hands to pass over the cutter.

2. Never leave the machine while it is still running.

3. Wait for the machine to stop and isolate before making any adjustments. 

	HOUSEKEEPING
